Here’s a supply list needed for the class:

Pencils:  Any artist's grade colored pencils (they’re more expensive, but are worth it!):  Prismacolor, Polychromos, Lyra, Derwent, Blick Studio   I use a variety, preferring to buy by the color, not sets.  Each manufacturer has its strengths.If you’re new to colored pencils, Prismacolor or Blick Studio are probably a good place to start.  A starter set of 12 or 24 colors should be adequate.  

Paper:  A heavy, white paper, either single sheets in tablet form,  12x16 or 18x24 inch.    Strathmore makes excellent paper in single sheets or tablets.  My personal preference is Strathmore 500

             illustration board in 22x30 inch sheets.  I will have some of this available for sale at cost.  Good paper is a bit pricey, but worth it.

Pencil sharpener:  This can be challenging.  Because of their relatively soft cores, colored pencils demand a high quality, electric sharpener (no batteries!). I have an old Panasonic KP-310 which I                   treasure, but they are only available on the used market now.  I recommend going to Blick Art on-line.  Blick has a good assortment available.  Like anything else, you (usually) get what you pay for.  One that accepts pencils with differing diameters is a plus and which has helical (spiral) cylinder blades is best.   Think of this as an investment.

Erasers:  A softer erasure such as Magic brand and a pink pearl are good choices

Sketchbook

Sketches or photos  (preferably your own) for ideas.   Make these fairly simple if you’re new to drawing. That  beautiful photo of a complex landscape or a family member probably is not  the best place to start.  Keep it simple!

I get most of my materials from Blick Art on-line.  They have an excellent selection of pencils, both sets and singles,  at almost unbeatable prices.  Papers, sharpeners etc. as well AND they are fast.  I must say, I avoid Michael’s unless it’s an emergency.
